REGARDING HMOFFETT FIILD, CALIFORNIA

The purpose of this Memorandum ot Understanding (HOU) 15 to
document the major points of agreement which the Department ot
the Navy (Navy) and the Natiocnal Aeronautics ana Space
Administration tHASA) will use in implementing the recommendation
of the Defense Base Closure and Réalignmenc Commicsion regardlng
the future of'HAS-Hoffett Field, California (NASMF) and iTs

( Auxiliary Landing Field at Crovw’: l.anding, Califermia (ALFCL) .-
The polnts of agreement are:
Lo GENERAL.

NASHF and ALFCL will be retained as Federal facilities Zfor
joint use by NASA, the Department oOf Derense (DOD), and other

federal entities.

II. TRANSFER WITHOUT COST.

- The Departnent of the Navy and NASA ugrec to jointly puTrcue

oftice of Hanagement and Budget approval ot a no-cost trancier of

all land, buildings, facilities, inrrastruccure and other

property (see real estate summary RBaps, Attachment A) acssociated

with NASMF and ALFCL, excluding the basa tamlly housing and

related community support facilities (described in ITTI belovw).

L and the seven-acre former housing arca in South Sunnyvale known
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4 as NAVAIR Hanor. NASA shall become the Federal host agency co
2all" other users (resident Federal agencics and other tenantsy .

In the event 4 no-cost transfer cannot be acconrplished, this HOU

vill cease to be operative.

LIT. HOéSINQ ARFAS AND BIUFFER ZONE.

AL }hose portions of NASHMF occupied by busc fumi}y housing
and related community support racilities will remain vith the
Departﬁcnt of Defense uiﬁh the Depurtmént aof the Alr Force as the
DOD housing agency. (see real estiatie summATrvY maps, Attachment
B). The family housing afeas are: (1) all of the housing within
the current security perimeter of NASMF, and (2) the portion
referred to as Orion Park, which is outside of the saccurity
perimeter and along and wvest of Parsons Avenue, alongside or the
NASA Ames Reseazarch Center. Related community upport Facilities
.include the medical and dental clinics, thé tamily support
center, the administrative facilityv for the family housing
cffice, the child care center, the téen center, the chagpel,
tennis courts and the pool. If and when any or a1l of the
housing or community support faciiities are no longer necded bv
DOD, DOD agrees to supportT, in accovdance with existing lawve and

regulations, a no-cost transfer of such facilities to NASA in

order to retain the use of these rfacilitiec as a buffer area for

the noise and vibratjon from NASA’s wind tunnels and other

operations.

IV. ENUVIRONMENTAL LIABILITY.

A. In accordance vith the Defense Base Closure and
Realignment Act of 1990, Public Law 101-510, sections 2901
et _seq.; the Defense cnvironmental Restoration Program, 10 1.5.C.

1]

2701 et seg.; and the rederal Facility Aagreement. (FFA} execured

on August B, 19895, berwveen The Department, ol the Havy, tthe United
States Environmental Protection Agency, Region IX (EPA)}, Cthe
California Department of Health Services, and the Calitfornia
Regional Water Quality control Board, and any amendments Lhereto,
the Navy retains Comxplete responsibility for compliance vith all
terms and provisions of the IFA and. all other environmental
rectoration or remediation réquiremeﬁts and regulation:s arising
oull of or related to the activities of the Havy or its
contractors or subcontractors assdciatcd vith the NASHF and

associated with ALFCL.

B. It is explicitly understood that NASA 1c not a party 0
the FFA and is not responsible for the obligations of that
Agreement. The Navy retains comchté responsibility for
accomplishing the obligations of the FFA. In addition, pursuant

to, and to the extent required by the statutory authoricy cited

above, the Navv retains complete recponsibility ror all acTions
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related to the environmental restoration or ruamediacion of any
pollutant, contaminant or hazardous subsZance, including
'petrolaum products, existing on or migrating from the NASHF. or
existingj;n or migrating from ALFCL, regardless oI whether such
pollutan%, contaminant or hazardous substance, including
petroledm products, originated at the NASHME or at ALFCL, or
migrated thereto from another site, und regardless ot wvhether
such restorétion or remediation \is specifically required by the
FFA. NASA, its tenants, occupdntys and sSuUcCCcessors in intefcst
retain full responsibility for the restoration or remediation of
any release of hazardous substance, pollutant or contaminanc,
including petroleun product;, including any liability resulting
therefrom, which results from or was caused by NASA, its tenants,
occupants, or successors in interest, regardless of whether the
release occurred before or after the %transfler oT NASHF and ALFCL.
Cc. In addix<ion, the Navy retéins full responsibility for all
environmental requirements and regulations arising out of or
relaﬁed to the activities of the Navy, or 1C& contractors or
subcontractors, associated with the NASHF or ALFCL. Such

responsibilities shall include but not be limited to:

1. the repalr or replacement of any lcaking PCB

transformer, and the remediation of any leaks;

2. the removal or closurc of underground storage Tunk>o

and the remediation of any contamination from any underground

storage tank;
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Exceptions:

(a) Those system:s required by NASA Lo Zomalin in

service.

¥ (b} All underground storage tankc ovned and
operated by the California Air National Guard are to remain 1in

gservice.’

fe} ‘Bxisving alrveraft Euel system banks weguired

by NASA and its tenants will remain in service until a new fucl

system is installed, but in no casc lacter than 1998. Remediation
will commence by the Navy at that time. (see parugraph 7).
3. the identification of all asbescos materials; the

remediation of any friable asbestos will be accompliched in
accordance with then-—-existing standards.

4. the remediation of any soll contamination resulting
from prior use of lead paints;

5. the remediation of any contamlnaticn or hazardous
materiale in the sanitary or storm drailn systems that originated
at NASHMF or ALFCL.

6. the remediation of any improperly disposed of
hazardous waste at hazardous ;aste packagling areas;

2. the remediaticon of any contamination resulting fronm
the delivery and storage of fuel, and the operation of the
aircraft fuel systems at NASHF and ALFCL. If either the existing

NASHMF or ALFCL fuel systems are }opt active by NASA after the

departure of the Navy, responsibility for any resulting
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contamination will be borne by NASA or 1ts tTanhants only Lo Lha

extent such contamination 1s in excess of that vhich io

attributable to the Navy as a result of 1ts operations, and NAS

shall implement and maintain proper monitoring of the fuels
systems %o identifv any release from such SysCems.

D. In order to effectuate the foregoing, The Navy shall
provide all.requir:d support, including but not limited eo
project managenent, contractor services, and any other sSupporc
deemed necessary until remediaticen i3 completed, including, but
not limited to naintenance of containment, trecatment and
monitoring systems and post closure monitoring

E. In the unlikely event that NASA 1is assessed an
administrative penalty because of delay in tTthe FFA schedule
impleﬁentation, the Nawvy wvill take responsiblity ror addressing
the penalty upon prompt notification by NASA.

FT. NASA shal) assume no liability for any activities arising
out of or related to environmcnpal recctoration or rerediation at
the HASHF or at ALFCL unless such activitiés arc attributable To
HASA, 1ts contractors, subcont;actors, or tcenantc.

G. Even though it is expected that NASA vill become
cperationally responsible for the transferrcd property no later
than September 30, 1994, the ussumption of that responulibiliTy
does not relieve the Navy from its responsibuilities for

environmental remecdiation and restoration.
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. The Kavy, DOD, the United States Environmental ProCection
Agency, or the sState of california shall at all times subsequent
to the transfer of Horfett Field have unobstructed accecse To

on NAS H?ffett Field upon w%hich any containment cystem, Trcatment
system,'mcnitoring systen, o£ other response action is instalied
or implemented, or To be installed or implemented, for the
purpose of fulfilling the requirements of the Federal Facilitv
Agreement, CERCIA, and the National contingency Plan.

1. Neither NASA nor lts contractors, subcontracTors or
tenants shall engage in any acrivity or consIruct any obsTacle on
Moffett Field that hinders, impedes, or otherwvise obstTructs the
Navy in performing its responsibilities of environmental

remediation or restoration taken pursuant to The TFA, including

put not limited to studies, inspections, response actlions, o©rC

maintenance and monitoring activities. NASA and 1lts tenants and
successors shall give notice to the ﬁavy prior to any
construction on or adjacent to areas of knoun or suspscted
contamination.

J. HASA, 1lts contzactors, subcontractors, and tenants <hall

be responsible for any damage TtO Navy envirenmential rectoratlion

activities caused Dby their fault, negligence or fxilurc to coeply
with this HOU.
nall not oaccur any earlier

than thirty days after the Navy has provided EPA Region IX. the
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California Department of Health Scorvices, and the Californila
Regional Water Quality Control Board notice ol The Crannfar.

L HASA.uill assume responsibility for all environmental
documentation required by the National Environmental Policy Acct
{hEPA) regarding the reuse or Moffett Field.

M. Tﬁe Department of the Navy will take all actions
necessary to ensure the closurec of Hoffett Field complies wvith
the National.Historic Dreservation Act (NHPA). After traﬁsrer_of
HMoffett Field, MNASA will assume responsibilility for compliance
vith the NHPA with regard to all hictorical oOr archeological
resources eligible for or listed on the National Regicter.

N. .After the transter of Hatrfett Field, NASA will rurther
ensure that all reuse activities or projects, or development on
the installation, and all future operations, are conducted in a
< manner to ensure the protection of the wetlands and thrcatened or
endangered species on the installation.

‘csential operating eguipment currently used by The Navy atc
NASHF or ALFCL and required for continued operation of Lhe
airfield and supporting activities at NASHMF or ALFCL, vill be

transferred at no cost to NASA if and vwhen 1T should evaer be

deternmined to be excess to DOD.

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(” protective Services: frire equipment, Crush-trire—-Resocun (CVR)
vehicles, and structural fire vehicles;

UI. RESIDENT AGENCIES-

A. All agreements currently in force betveen the HNavy ancd
tenant organizations at NASHF will be cerminated and new
agreements wirth NASA negotiated as part of the transrer. Such
tenant organizations, to be known us Resident Agencies (RA‘s).
vill be responsible for all costs ror facilitiec 2xclusively
occupied by the RA, and for egquitably-shared costs for snared
assers. Cost sharing shall include both routine and major ropalr
ana maintenance as recuired on buildings and infrastructurce used
in common.

B. MNASA will not displace any military reserve unit. at NasHb
except as provided for in a Uritten.agrcement uith the respective
reserve unit. |

VIT. DISPOSAL, OF ASSETS.

NASA will have the responsibility to use or disposc of thosc

assets not under lease.or shared use or necessary foc NASATS ovWn

use.
